RACE DESCRIPTION: A traditional mountain bike race course loop is normally in excess of 4 miles.  
This race however, will be run on a short course about 3/4 to one mile long.  The length of the 
race will be determined by a specified time plus 1 or 2 laps (decided in advance, of course!).  
The set-up will be similar to a Cyclo-Cross race, but we will not put any artificial barriers in the 
race course that you need to carry your bike over!  The race will be designed for a mountain 
bike with Single Speed and ‘Cross bikes welcomed!  These races are Mass Start events and run in 
rain, snow, mud or even sunshine!  Expect them to be FAST PACED, CHALLENGING, and FUN! 

 

REGISTRATION:  Opens at 10:30am, Closes 15 minutes before each race 
 

CLASSES & TIMES:  “A” Race - 12:00 Noon - This race is 20 minutes plus 1 or 2 Laps (decided prior 
                                           to race start) and is equivalent to an Expert/Elite category Off-Road race. 
                                    “B” Race - 12:45 pm - This race is 15 minutes plus 1 or 2 Laps (decided prior to 
                                           race start) and is equivalent to a Sport/Beginner Off-Road race.
